The Candidate is required to fill the Application Form for MLSU-LET-2023 on link
at www.mlsu.ac.in and complete the registration.

During the registration, the candidate will be required to upload his/her photograph
and signature.

After successful registration, the candidates are required to submit the requisite
entrance fee ie. Rs. 750/- (Seven Hundred Fifty Only) for
General/EWS/OBC(NCL)/MBC(NCL) candidates and Rs. 500/- (Five Hundred Only)
for SC and ST candidates through online payment gateway.

No other mode of payment of fee shall be accepted.

After successful submission of fee, the online payment invoice will be generated.
There is no requirement to deposit the hard copy of the online application form.
However, the candidates need to keep a print out of the online payment invoice
and the complete application form as the same will be required at the time of
counseling.

Note : The candidates are advised to check and verify the application form before

final Submission. No Change in application form is permissible after the final
Submission. Incomplete forms and forms without fee payment will be rejected
without any correspondence.

V. POINTS TO BE NOTED WITH RESPECT TO ENTRANCE TEST

Admission to the B.A.LL.B (Five Year Integrated Course) shall be strictly on the
basis of merit secured in the MLSU-LET-2023 based on the marks scored and cut-
off within respective category which shall be published on the website as per the
schedule.

The Entrance Test is scheduled to be held on 25t June, 2023 (Sunday) from
11:00 AM to 01:00 PM (2 Hours). Reporting time shall be 10.00 am.

Examination Centers will be only in Udaipur. The information of Examination
Center and Roll Number will be given on Admit Cards which will be made
available on the website as per schedule.



The entrance test shall have 100 Objective Questions carrying one (1) mark each.
There will be no negative marking.

The Candidate shall use only Blue/Black Ball point pen during the entrance
examination.

After completion of entrance test, the candidates can carry Question Booklet and
carbon copy of OMR sheet with them.

No candidate will be permitted to enter the examination hall without the admit
card and a valid Original photo ID card (Aadhar Card/Voting ID/Driving Licence).
The candidates will not be allowed to enter in the Examination Hall after ten
minutes of the commencement of the Examination.

Carrying Mobile Phone in the examination hall is strictly prohibited. If any
objectionable material is found, then action will be taken under Unfair Means as
per Mohanlal Sukhadia University and State Govt. Rules.
